WITH the advent of conflict in the Ameri- 
can Revolution, the need to augment the 
Army to satisfy the need for troops put re- 
cruiting into high gear in England. This was 
made difficult by the fact that, besides the 
low pay and harsh discipline, the Army, since 
the days of Cromwell, had been regarded with 
contempt as an enemy to British liberties and 
a danger to civil tranquility. A standing army 
was permitted only by the annual passage in 
Parliament of the Mutiny Act. The Navy, 
on the other hand, was looked upon as ro- 
mantic heroes and the defenders of Britain. 
This generally made the Army the employer 
of last resort. It turns out that the theory that 
recruits were sometimes found in convicted 
criminals who were given the choice between 

enlistment or prison was false. The 
Army knew better than to take hard- 
ened criminals into its ranks.  More 
likely, though, would be recruits 
drawn from men fleeing debt or other 
impingements or minor offences, and 
many were unemployed craftsmen and 
farm laborers, displaced by the advent 
of the Industrial Revolution. It is esti- 
mated that during the American Revo- 
lution, as much as 20 percent of the 
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British Army was made up of unemployed weavers and other textile workers. 
 With the advent of the War, these men were now offered a reduced term of 
enlistment, as well as a bounty of three guineas or more - no small inducement for a 
poor man. These men were encouraged to step forward by recruiting parades such as 
this one led by a Major Boyle Roche in Ireland in August of 1775 as reported in the 

. It began with a parade led by "Major Roche, bearing a large Purse of 
Gold; Captain Cowley; A great number of likely recruits; An elegant Band of Music, 
consisting of French Horns, Hautboys, Clarionets, and Bassoons, playing 'God Save 
the King'; A large brewers Dray with Five Barrels of Beer, the Horse richly capari- 
soned and ornamented with ribbons;  Two Draymen with Cockades, to serve the Beer; 
The Recruiting Serjeant; Drums and Fifes; Another  Division of Recruits; The Re- 
cruiting Soldiers; A prodigious concourse of Spectators. Major Roche then delivered a 
grandiose speech praising the cause of the King and Country, and promising honour 
and renown for all who would step forward." 
 Scotland proved to be a fertile source for recruits. Besides the general war- 
rior-like temperament of the Scots people which made the Army a natural home for 
many adventurous young men, a number of calamities had accelerated recruitment. 
Several years of agricultural failure over the century had produced near famine condi- 
tions in much of Scotland, plus certain economic restrictions imposed by England on 
imports and exports had caused widespread unemployment, particularly in the textile 
trades. Also, many landlords were beginning to replace subsistence tenant farms on 
their lands with the much more profitable sheep grazing, and the farmers and their 
families were displaced in what is known as "The Clearances". The enlistment bounty 
was a matter of survival for many families. In addition to Army enlistment, great 
waves of emigrants, many to America, left Scotland, beginning in the late 18th century 
and accelerating rapidly into the 19th. 
 Rather than the parade with free beer and flowery speeches of Major Roche, 
the Scots were recruited as more suited their character. The following is an excerpt 
from a poster: "You who, uncorrupted by the universal depravity of your southern 
countrymen, have withstood, unmoveable as a rock, all the assaults of Surrounding 
Luxury and Depravity. You who, while others, effeminated by voluptuous refine- 
ments, and irrecoverably lost to honour, lolling in the arms of Pleasure, can see the 
danger of their country with a criminal indifference . . ."

   I beg to report on the 300th Birthday Celebration at Colonel 
Barrett’s House in Concord 31st July. Myself; Pte. Hough, 10th Gren- 
adiers; Captains Kone and Ozelius, 1st Guards with 4 Guardsman; and 
Pte. J. Hummel, 64th Lights, were in attendance. A number of artisans 
where there as well as the crew who are doing the structural restoration 
of the house. Members of the Barrett family descendants were allowed 
to actually replace a couple of the crossbeams on the new right side ad- 
dition to the house. Other demonstrations of musket care and feeding, 
musket drill and firing, sewing, cordwaining, black smithing and the 
making of moldings with hand planes. We were involved with the re- 
enactment of the arrival of British troops at the house on the morning 
of 19th April 1775. We did the little play three times during the day. 
All went well although no weapons or stores where found save a barrel 
of feathers -- white feathers. These were deemed appropriate for the 
rebellious colonies by Captain Kone. As most of the troops had to 
leave before the final musket demonstration by the attending rebels, the 
arrival play was not done. We then gave a showing of the differences 
in the uniforms of the typical minuteman, the remaining British Sol- 
dier, Pte. G. Marsden, 1st Guards, and one Continental Line soldier.  I 
gave the talk on the British Army and explanation of Pte. Marsden’s 
uniform which, of course, was well received. A very lovely day, warm 
but not humid and a lovely breeze now and again.
